arrogance causing it. Nemesis pursues the insolent and the wicked with inflexible vengeance. 
She is the punisher of hubris, the sin of pride. She is regarded as the daughter of Oceanus or Zeus,

but according to Hesiod she is a child of Erebus and Nyx.

In the Hellenistic period she was portrayed with a steering wheel or scales in her lef t hand.
In this interpret ation she is portrayed as the glamourous TV presenter

of a little realityTV show called ‘ Wheel of Hubris ’.

E X P R E S S I O N I S M

The contemporary art works created by Ran Andrews are most often described as 
expressionistic in style.

Expressionism is a term used to denote the use of distortion and exaggeration for emotional
effect, which first surfaced in the art literature of the early twentieth century. When 
applied in a stylistic sense, with reference in particular to the use of intense colour, agitated 
brushstrokes, and disjointed space. 

Expressionism is an artistic style in which the artist attempts to depict not objective reality
but rather the subjective emotions and responses that objects and events arouse in him. 
He accomplishes his aim through distortion, exaggeration, primitivism, and fantasy and
through the vivid, jarring, violent, or dynamic application of formal elements.

Unlike Impressionism, its goals were not to reproduce the impression suggested by the 
surrounding world, but to strongly impose the artist's own sensibility to the world's 
representation. The expressionist artist substitutes to the visual object reality his own image 
of this object, which he feels as an accurate representation of its real meaning.
